Impact Sciences is preparing CEQA and
NEPA documents for the Castaic Lake Water
Agency’s (CLWA'’s) Recycled Water Program,
Phase II, which would use up to 1,740 acre-
feet of recycled water from the Saugus WRP.
Water would be routed through a new 4,500-
gallon-per-minute (gpm) pump station on the
south side of Bouquet Canyon Road, from
where it will connect to the existing 21-inch
Newhall Lateral to the west of the pump
station, to cross under Valencia Boulevard and
the Santa Clara River. New transmission and

distribution pipelines would be placed along

Jurisdictional Resources Delineation
and Report — Tejon Mountain Village
Impact Sciences prepared a Jurisdictional
Delineation Report for use in planning and
permitting Tejon Mountain Village, a
recreational homes project in Kern County
proposed to include 5,000 acres of developed
uses and approximately 23,000 acres of open
space.
